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DATA CONFIDENTIALITY AGREEMENT 

Thank you for your interest as an academic researcher in obtaining data sets from the National Annenberg Election Survey, administered by the Annenberg Public Policy Center of The University of Pennsylvania (“APPC”).  In order to comply with certain obligations regarding the confidentiality of the survey participants and survey data, prior to receiving the data requested, please read, complete where indicated, and return this Data Confidentiality Agreement to the APPC, at the address set forth below the signature lines.  If you have any questions, please contact the Managing Director of the National Annenberg Election Survey, also at the address set forth below the signature lines.
In return for receiving the NAES data you requested (the “Sensitive NAES Data Set”) and other valuable consideration, and intending to be legally bound, the recipient of the Sensitive NAES Data Set (“You” or “Data Recipient”) hereby agree that:
1. You will not use or disclose the Sensitive NAES Data Set for any purpose other than the Research Project identified below, or as required by law.  You will not distribute any part of the Sensitive NAES Data Set to anyone who is not part of your research team, unless required by law.
2. You will use appropriate safeguards to prevent the use or disclosure of the Sensitive NAES Data Set in any way not set forth in this Agreement.

3. You will report to the APPC any use or disclosure of the Sensitive NAES Data Set not permitted by this Agreement, of which You become aware.

4. You will ensure that any other individuals, such as students and other researchers, to whom You provide any part of the Sensitive NAES Data Set, agrees to the same restrictions and conditions that apply through this Agreement to You, with respect to such information.

5. You will not link the Sensitive NAES Data Set with other files, or to store the Sensitive NAES Data Set on networked machines.

6. You will not re-identify the human source of any information contained in the Sensitive NAES Data Set or contact the individual.

7. To the extent permissible under applicable law, You will indemnify, defend and hold harmless APPC and any of APPC’s affiliates, and their respective trustees, officers, directors, employees and agents (“Indemnitees”) from and against any claim, cause of action, liability, damage, cost or expense (including without limitation, reasonable attorney’s fees and court costs) arising out of or in connection with any unauthorized or prohibited use or disclosure of the Sensitive NAES Data Set or any other breach of this Agreement by You or any other person to whom You make any portion of the Sensitive NAES Data Set available.

APPC may terminate this Agreement, for any or no reason, by giving You ten (10) days written notice.  Upon termination, You will promptly return or destroy all of the Sensitive NAES Data Sets received from APPC, or, if return or destruction is not feasible, You will continue to perform the obligations set forth in this Agreement to the greatest extent practicable to protect against the identification of any participant in any NAES study or survey.
